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Preface

The Bay Area Urban Areas Security Initiative’s (UASI) Regional Training and Exercise Program
(RTEP) has developed the UASI region’s Multi-Year Training and Exercise Plan (MYTEP) for 2016-
2018. This MYTEP outlines regional training and exercise needs and how they might be
accomplished within the upcoming years. The RTEP and its operational area representatives have
decided upon a strategy that combines enhanced planning, innovative training, and realistic
exercises to strengthen emergency preparedness and response capabilities. Training and
exercises provide the means to attain, practice, validate, and improve capabilities. This plan
supports constituent agencies located within the Bay Area UASI region in preparing to optimally
address the natural and human-caused threats and hazards present in the Bay Area.

In preparation for the MYTEP, multi-discipline representatives and key stakeholders from the
operational areas comprising the twelve county Bay Area UASI region attended a two day course
titled “Readiness: Training Identification Preparedness Planning,” held on April 21-22, 2015. The
course was instructed by the National Center for Biomedical Research and Training (NCBRT) from
Louisiana State University (LSU). On the first day of the course, participants were taught how to
evaluate their jurisdictional abilities and create effective training plans for their agencies and
jurisdictions. On the second day of the course, participants were divided into discipline-specific
groups and tasked with developing a regional training needs assessment. This included
identifying specific training courses for the next three-year cycle (2016-2018) to address regional
gaps identified in the Threat and Hazard Identification and Risk Assessment (THIRA), the Bay
Area Homeland Security Goals and Objectives, the 2014 Risk and Gap Analysis, and the 2014
Urban Shield After Action Report (AAR).

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Introduction

Purpose

The purpose of the Bay Area UASI MYTEP is to outline the training and exercise program needs for
multi-discipline first responders and stakeholders located in the twelve county Bay Area UASI
region. The MYTEP was developed using guidance contained in the Bay Area UASI Homeland
Security Goals and Objectives, the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) Homeland Security
Exercise and Evaluation Program (HSEEP), and the National Incident Management System (NIMS).

Overview

The Alameda County Sheriff’s Office, on behalf of the Bay Area UASI, administers the RTEP. The
RTEP is responsible for facilitating regional first responder training and exercises designed to
address identified training gaps and regional priorities. In order to accomplish this goal, the RTEP
utilizes a regional Training and Exercise Workgroup (TEW) comprised of multi-discipline first
responders who serve as subject matter experts and have authority to determine training needs
for their regions. The RTEP conducts monthly workgroup meetings to facilitate training and
exercise needs and provide updates about the program.

The MYTEP is designed to be a tool to assist the RTEP, with assistance from the TEW, in
establishing training priorities for the next several years. The MYTEP will be reviewed annually to
re-evaluate training needs and priorities.

The information contained in this plan is primarily tied to UASI funding; however, regional
stakeholders should consider leveraging other funding sources when appropriate.

The MYTEP provides a list of courses, which were identified during the Readiness: Training
Identification Preparedness Planning Workshop in April 2015. To address any new or additional
training needs, Bay Area UASI regional stakeholders are able to submit course proposals to the
RTEP, which will be vetted by the TEW. Given the evolving needs of the Bay Area UASI region, the
development of a training calendar over the three-year period is a continuous and dynamic
process. The training calendar provided in the MYTEP only provides a forecast over the next three
year cycle and will change based on available grant funding, shifting regional priorities and
training needs, availability of instructors and so forth.

human needs in the aftermath of a catastrophic incident

e Recovering through a focus on the timely restoration, strengthening, and revitalization of

The National Preparedness Goal identified 32 core capabilities—these are the distinct critical
elements needed to achieve the goal. These capabilities are referenced in many national
preparedness efforts, including the National Planning Frameworks. The Goal grouped the
capabilities into five mission areas: Prevention, Protection, Mitigation, Response, and Recovery.

Bay Area UASI Regional Risk and Gap Analysis

The Bay Area UASI produces the Regional Risk and Gap Analysis on an annual basis. This analysis
shows where gaps are greatest and risk level the highest by core capability in the Bay Area region.
The analysis is created by analyzing asset risk, the threats faced in the Bay Area, and the level of
ability to address these threats. The level of ability is assessed by subject matter experts using a
series of performance measurements by core capability across the POETE continuum (Planning,
Organization, Equipment, Training and Exercises). The Risk and Gap analysis as well as the
capability assessment information is also available at the operational-area level. Bay Area
stakeholders are encouraged to use both the regional and operational area-level risk and gap
analyses as well as the regional and operational area-level capability assessment information
when identifying training priorities.

The information contained in the MYTEP was developed through
the collaboration of regional stakeholders and is based upon existing regional gap analysis, after
action reports, and developing trends in the first responder communities.

In order to achieve the preparedness goals
outlined in the MYTEP, the RTEP, with the
support and guidance of the TEW, will conduct
regional training needs assessments and
schedule training courses throughout the Bay
Area UASI region. In addition, the RTEP will
support regional exercises to further develop

Training

The training courses listed in the MYTEP were determined by regional, multi-disciplined
stakeholders during the Readiness: Training Identification Preparedness Planning Workshop in
April 2015. These courses will serve as a guide to help facilitate the training needs of the Bay Area
UASI region over the next three-year cycle. The RTEP will also conduct an annual review of the
MYTEP with the TEW to ensure training and exercise priorities are addressed and allow input
from the Bay Area UASI region on future training priorities.

The RTEP recognizes the changing dynamics of regional training and exercise priorities and has a
system to allow regional stakeholders to submit training and exercise proposals online at any time
through the RTEP website at www.bauasitep.org. Once the proposal has been submitted, the
RTEP staff review the proposal to determine if it is complete and meets the grant funding

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requirements. The proposals are then reviewed and vetted by the TEW and prioritized utilizing a
scoring tool. Upon completion of the vetting session, RTEP staff completes an internal review.

Urban Shield Full-Scale Exercise

Urban Shield is a 48-hour, continuously sustained, full-scale disaster preparedness exercise with
numerous realistic venues throughout the San Francisco Bay Area. Urban Shield effectively tests
the skills, tactics and endurance of participating law enforcement tactical and EOD teams, fire
departments, emergency medical services (EMS) personnel, emergency management personnel
and other participants from various local, state, and federal agencies. Urban Shield involves
thousands of participants, including emergency managers, tactical officers, regional law
enforcement and government employees, as well as transportation, fire, EMS, military, and related
corporate personnel, testing the region’s ability to coordinate and sustain a large-scale event.
Some of the goals of this multi-jurisdictional, full-scale exercise involve critical infrastructure
integration to include on-site employees, integration of EMS and fire with law enforcement, testing
of communications, evaluation of core competencies, and a thorough gap analysis. Striving to
meet these goals prepares emergency personnel for a unified response to disasters and mass
casualty emergencies. Additionally, Urban Shield serves as an outstanding platform to test new
and innovative equipment and technology.

Since 2013, Urban Shield has included additional regional full-scale and functional exercises
designed to evaluate emergency management of catastrophic events. These exercises provide
regional Emergency Operation Centers (EOC) the ability to activate and collaborate with one
another, through the Cal OES Region EOC per SEMS. In addition, they seek to exercise the eight
Bay Area Regional Catastrophic plans as part of the Bay Area Regional Catastrophic Planning
Grant Program Sustainment Plan. These exercises improve collaboration between Bay Area
agencies and increase the region’s ability to respond to critical incidents.

PLEASE NOTE: The projected courses listed in the calendars in this document are subject to
availability, funding, regional needs and priorities or other requirements and are subject to change
by the RTEP staff. Not all courses listed in the MYTEP may reach sufficient priority to be
presented in any given year. Courses listed in the MYTEP and any new or additional training
needs will be prioritized by the TEW on an annual basis. Any courses determined to be a higher
priority by the TEW may supersede other courses listed on the training calendars.
